GOOD PEOPLE

A tale from the owners of Coffee Lab & Roasters, and how a
Lakeview shop became a small test of work, care,
ownership, and community.

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I n the days before Christmas,
Josie Langevin and Luke Cason
were on their way to Ohio when a
halt-joking idea became something
real. Cason texted his boss and
asked if they would sell Coffee Lab
& Roasters to them. It was bold,
almost impulsive, but the question
opened a door neither of them had
fully expected. At the time, both
were young, working, and looking
for a life that felt less stalled. Cason
had studied biochemistry, but the lab
work he found himself doing felt
miserable. Coffee became a different
kind of lab for him: a place where
routine, craft, and people could actu-
ally meet.By spring 2023, the two
were no longer just imagining own-
ership. They were living it.

FROM BARISTAS TO OWNERS

The story is not only about coffee, but about the strange pressure of turning a familiar workplace
into a business that suddenly depends on you. Langevin and Cason had to learn accounting, staffing,

equipment problems, scheduling, and the emotional weight of being both partners at home and owners
at work.

That shift changed the meaning of the shop. It was no longer just a job or a place to make drinks.
It became a shared responsibility, one that required them to protect their relationship, their
employees, and the everyday rhythm of the neighborhood.

Coffee Lab is described through its
people as much as through its
drinks.

Coffee Lab sits among several other coffee shops within
a short walk, but the article does not frame that as

pure competition. Instead, Langevin and Cason describe
the local coffee scene as something more collaborative,
a small ecosystem where different shops can each offer
something distinct.

That detail matters because it changes the story from a
simple business profile into a story about neighborhood
culture.

The writing also makes the physical space feel
specific: a cream-toned exterior on North
Lincoln Avenue, simple black lettering,
pastries behind glass, local art on the walls,
and the smell of coffee and baked goods
inside. Those details make the shop feel less
like a concept and more like an actual room
someone could walk into.

After a year of ownership, the article suggests
that the shop is still becoming itself.
Langevin says the learning is continuous, and
that line gives the story its real shape.
Nothing is presented as perfectly solved. The
business is still being adjusted, the recipes
are still being refined, and the owners are
still figuring out how much of themselves the

shop can hold.
